Bl _Part 1: Pronunciation — Letters C, G. X, Z. Q

# C —Pronounced as /s/ or /k/

e Before eli — sounds like /s/

e Before alo/u — sounds like /k/

Examples:

1. Cidade — city
A cidade é bonita. &) — The city is beautiful.
2. Copo —glass

O copo esta na mesa. T — The glass is on the table.
3. Cama - bed

Eu durmo na cama. = — | sleep in the bed.

# G - Pronounced as /3/ or /g/

e Before eli — sounds like /3/ (like measure)

e Before alo/u — sounds like /g/

Examples:

1. Gato — cat

O gato esté na sala. & — The cat is in the living room.
2. Gente — people

Héa muita gente na rua. § — There are many people on the street.
3. Garfo — fork

Eu uso o garfo para comer. {J] — | use the fork to eat.



# X - Can sound like /f/, Iksl, Isl, or Iz]
Most common — /f/ (like "sh")

Examples:

1. Xicara — cup (sh sound)

A xicara esta quente. — The cup is hot.
2. Taxi — taxi (ks sound)

Vamos de taxi. gy — Let’s go by taxi.
3. Exame — exam (z sound)

Eu tenho um exame amanha. [ [ — | have an exam tomorrow.

# Z - Usually sounds like /z/, at word ends more like /f/

Examples:

1. Zebra — zebra

A zebra é preta e branca. {3 — The zebra is black and white.
2. Zero — zero

Eu tenho zero duvidas. €@ — | have zero doubts.
3. Feliz — happy (ends in /[/)
Estou muito feliz. & — I'm very happy.

# Q- Always followed by "u”, sounds like /k/

Examples:

1. Quando — when

Quando é o jantar? () — When is dinner?
2. Quente — hot

A sopa esta quente. @ — The soup is hot.
3. Quarto — room/bedroom

O quarto esta limpo. = — The bedroom is clean.

k= Bedroom - o quarto

e O quarto esta no andar de cima. — The bedroom is upstairs.
e Ha uma cama e um armario no quarto. — There is a bed and a wardrobe in

the bedroom.

@ Living room — a sala

e Estamos na sala. — We are in the living room.
e A sala tem um sofa e uma televisdo. — The living room has a sofa and a

television.

I Kitchen — a cozinha

e Aqui é a cozinha. — Here is the kitchen.
e Na cozinha ha um fogédo, um frigorifico e uma mesa. — In the kitchen, there is

a stove, a fridge, and a table.

&l Bathroom — a casa de banho

e Onde é a casa de banho? — Where is the bathroom?
e A casa de banho tem um lavatorio e um chuveiro. — The bathroom has a sink

and a shower.

Basement — a cave

e A cave é no andar de baixo. — The basement is downstairs.
e Na cave ha uma maquina de lavar roupa. — There is a washing machine in

the basement.

& Garage — a garagem

e O carro esta na garagem. — The car is in the garage.
e A garagem tem espacgo para dois carros. — The garage has space for two

cars.



@ Garden - o jardim

e O jardim parece maravilhoso. — The garden looks wonderful.
e Ha flores e arvores no jardim. — There are flowers and trees in the garden.

[Z] Apartment — o apartamento

e Ha trés quartos no apartamento. — There are three rooms in the apartment.

9. S6 falo um pouco de portugués. — | only speak a little Portuguese.
10. E sobre o qué? — What is it about?
