Used to express wants, often in shops and cafés.

Eu quero um café. (I want a coffee.)

Tu queres o agucar? (Do you want the sugar?)

Ele quer uma sandes. (He wants a sandwich.)

Nés queremos pagar a conta. (We want to pay the bill.)

Eles querem comprar a fruta. (They want to buy the fruit.)



3. Indirect Object Pronouns (Me, You, Him, Her)

Used in sentences like "Give me the bill."

Pronoun Translation Example

Me Me Dé-me a conta. (Give me the bill.)

Te You Posso dar-te o troco? (Can | give you the change?)
Lhe Him/Her Vou-lhe trazer o café. (I will bring him/her the coffee.)
